Afternoon, half-day excursion starts with a visit to the famous Prado Museum, one of Europe's 

top art museums.  

At the Prado, three of Spain's greatest art masters are represented: Goya, Velazquez, and El 

Greco, but you'll also find great works by Rubens and Titian. The Prado first opened in 1819 to 

display the Spanish royal art collection and now the museum holds some seven thousand pieces 

of art. The collection includes sculptures, drawings, paintings and other art objects, Spanish 

paintings from romantic to 19th century styles, as well as important works by Italian, Flemish, 

French Dutch, German and English artists. 

After visiting the Prado, we make our way to the beautiful Palacio de Oriente usually called the 

Palacio Real (Royal Palace). Continue visiting Madrid, where you will be able to see the most 

typical monument, buildings and Corners, and also the modern ones of this important city, 

where different periods marked by their construction emerge together Austrians and Bourbons, 

made Madrid, the Capital of The Kingdom and this tour is a must for every tourist in the old part 

of Madrid city centre where they will see some of the most representative monuments of 

Madrid of the 17th and 18th centuries and of Madrid-style Baroque: Puerta del  

Sol monumental area, it is the preferred meeting place of many people, and the mandatory 

place to welcome the New Year. Casa de Correos monumental building constructed by the  

French architect The Clock tower, which dates from the 19th century; they will see Plaza Mayor 

monumental Building. They will cont to Calle Mayor till arrival to Plaza de la Villa,  

where they will see The Casa de Villa where is the council of Madrid, they will go on to one  

of the most Beautiful squares of Madrid, Plaza de Orient open square whose gardens are  

worth a Visit, located in front of the eastern façade of the Royal Palace. Isidro Gonzalez  

Velázques designed a spectacular circular Plaza, the construction of which was started in 1816, 

connecting the Royal Theatre to the Palace; they will also see the Plaza de Colon, a tribute to the 

discovery of America, where they have also the opportunity to visit the new Madrid. 

Evening, walking tour with tapas dinner visiting 3 bars.

TOLEDO is a museum -city of great 
artistic beauty, one of the oldest in Europe. 

Formerly the capital, Toledo  preserves 

magnificent examples of Jewish, Arab, and 
Christian architecture. One of the foremost 



artistic cities of Spain, Toledo has been declared a UNESCO World 

Heritage  

  

We will visit the most outstanding monuments, including the Cathedral, St. Tome 

church ("The Burial of the Count of Ordaz," El Grecoôs masterpiece), Santa Mar²a La 

Blanca Synagogue and San Juan de Los Reyes church. Weôll also admire the 

renowned Damascene (jewel-encrusted) steel craft of Toledo. 

Return to the Madrid. Afternoon at leisure.  

Evening, dinner and flamenco show at Corral de la Moreria. After show return to the

Bilbao situated in the Territory of Bizkaia, is surrounded by fertile landscapes, with 

forests, mountains, beaches, and steep coasts that make Bilbao an excellent destination for any 

traveler.

Evening walk in the Medieval Bilbao, with its cobbled streets, charming corners and squares, 

which have witnessed the port's hustle and bustle that made the Village grow. Its walls, Saint 

James's Gothic Cathedral, the Plaza Nueva (New Square), the emblematic San Antón Church and 

the ancient ruins it was built on, and the busy Mercado de la Ribera (Seaside Market) account 

for more than 500 years of history and an urban life not affected by the passing of time. 

We will start a gastronomic visit, with a selection of bars (about 2 hours), pintxos (tapas), beer,

Visit of the winery: Bodega de Irius. We will taste the wines and enjoy a delicious lunch in the 

winery.

DAY 10l Barcelona       Monday, June 21st 



Breakfast. Full day tour to Gerona and Figueras including visit to Dali Museum.

These houses situated at the very edge of the Onyar and the bridges 

which span it, are no doubt one of the most authentic and spectacular 

sights of Gerona. We shall visit its Cathedral. The present buildings the 

result of various superimposed styles; Romanic and Gothic. The interior 

contains numerous works of art, Gothic tombs and baroque altar 

paintings. The renowned Tapestry of the Creation (XI the century), the 

Beatus (X the century) and a rich collection of medieval gold and silver 

work are exhibited in the Capitular Museum. 

The steep narrow streets housed the Jewish community of Gerona in 

medieval Times. The Arabian baths: Romanic building inspired by the 

roman public baths with three rooms, each with a different temperature 

of the water in their swimming pools. In spite of the presence of elements 

of Moslem origin, the construction corresponds to Romanesque. 

Afterwards we'll continue on to Figueres, for lunch and visit the Dali Museum. Visit the surreal 

world of Salvador Dali museum in Figueres. The Theatre Museum, Teatre Museu, opened its 

doors in 1974 and was built on the site of the original theatre. Today it contains the largest 

collection of his works with over 1500 exhibits starting from his earliest creations through to his 

surrealist period and up to the last years of his life. 

''Where, if not in my own city should the most extravagant and solid examples of my art remain, 

where else then?''- Salvador Dali (1904- 1989). 

The museum has over 22 rooms containing some of Dali's most outstanding pieces. These 

include Port Alguer (1924), the Soft self-portrait with Fried Bacon (1941), Poetry of America-The 

Cosmic Athletes (1943), Galarina (1944-45), The Basket of Bread (1945), Atomic Leda (1949) and 

Galatea of the Spheres (1952). 

Return to the hotel in Barcelona.
